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After School Mission for Fall 2009!

Last Fall LHPC was awarded a Grace Presbytery Mission:’g
Initiative grant of $3,000 to help begin an after school tutoring :
program for at risk youngsters. Our CDC Director, Ashley :
Beakey, began to brainstorm with us in December about the :
possibility of combining our mission initiative with an expan- ;
sion of our CDC after-school program.

With the proposed move of the Praise on High service to the sanctuary, the
CDC will have that space available to use as a multipurpose room during the day
and to accommodate a much larger group of children in the afternoon. The room
will still be available for special church events or lectures as needed.

Our mission is reach out to at-risk youngsters. We will provide after-school
tutoring and mentoring for low-income elementary school children (K-6th grade) in
our immediate neighborhood within a safe, faith-nurturing environment. The pro-
gram will have a faith-based component. Nutritious snacks will be provided and a
structured program will give children the opportunity to complete homework, to be
tutored, to engage in prayer, Bible study and music, and to play. The program will
run Monday through Friday from 3:00 until 6:00 p.m.

We will begin the program when school starts in the Fall with a pilot group of
children (10-12 students). We have the potential to positively impact children
whose parents are often overworked, underpaid, and in high stress situations.
Christian relationships and friendships will form, along with educational and faith
growth, and the opportunity to positively communicate the gospel through word
and action. Parents of the children will be given the gift of time and a caring envi-
ronment for their children while they are at work. Children and their parents will be
expected to participate in the ongoing activities of the CDC and they will be in-
vited to participate in church activities as well.

Missy Rodgers has agreed to coordinate volunteers for this mission ministry.
(Please see article in this newsletter.) Volunteers will supplement what the paid
CDC staff are providing and will help with everything from music, tutoring, snack
time, recreational time, and other activities. We will also be contacting nearby
churches to seek additional volunteers for the ministry.

Our congregation will benefit in having a tangible, motivating, and hands-on
local mission which will undoubtedly create growth in members' discipleship and
faith. Please prayerfully consider how you might personally participate in this min-
istry of our church!
